The borderland separates and insulates. The borderland prevents blurring and disappear-
ing ad extra. At the same time, the borderland is a hiatus revealing the Other and a rift lead-
ing to the Alien and Strange. The borderland is a place where and through which the com-
munication takes place.

The communication that unfolds at the borderland changes and often distorts the com-
municating entities to the extent that makes the communication possible. Even the most sta-
ble, invariant cultural phenomena can change in the borderland. Consequently, it would be
interesting to trace what, how and why the borderland can transform by examining religious
discourse, which is the most stable, verified and strict element of culture.

We suppose that, at the borderland, the perception of one’s own and other’s faith could
differ from the standard interpretations of learned theologians. Besides, the difference is so
striking that it seems preferable to designate this perception as theologizing, rather than the-
ology. In that case, the term “theologizing” implies both conscious and unconscious trans-
formations (“distortions”) of the generally accepted ideas. How and why the borderland of
litigation, trade and diplomatic contact etc. can change, distort, transform and reformat the
generally accepted ways of formulating the image of the Self and the Other?

The “official” theology aimed, in particular, at clear distinctions within the framework of
intra- and interreligious discourse, i. e. separating “orthodoxy” and “heterodoxy”. In theolo-
gizing, on the contrary, these lines can be so blurred that sometimes there is a temptation to
suppose the emergence of a new syncretic idea. At the same time, it is important to note that
the perception of another’s faith in theologizing might prove to be more fantastic or anachro-
nistic than in that of the learned theologians of the same time. This fact may in turn contra-
dict the experience of direct interaction with other religions at the borderland.

The concept of “theologizing” allows us to consider the point of meeting of religions or
denominations not as a narrow, blade-like frontier, but rather as a gray area, that is a border-
land. This kind of space has always been the cradle of a new phenomenon that could not be
reduced to the features of two communicants. The borderland always forces duality to beget
something third.

Within the framework of the colloquium, it is proposed to discuss various aspects of the-
ologizing in the borderland (both key terms are understood extremely broadly). We, there-

fore, imply all possible kinds of geographical, temporal, and ideological borderland, and we



define “theologizing” both as theoretical systems, that go beyond theology in the strict sense,

and as syncretic practices which are typical for the borderland.
