Foreword

The current periodical prepared on the occasion of the 21th International
Congress of Byzantine Studies continues the tradition of publishing new
sources and materials on the history of Byzantium and the Black Sea re-
gion in their organic connection. As before, its goal is to increase knowl-
edge about this vast region and apply the most effective methods for its
study on a multidisciplinary basis. The collection publishes materials both
in Russian and in foreign languages, it is designed for both domestic and in-
ternational readers and reflects the very nature of research in this direction.
An important feature of this series is a cumulative and comparative study of
written sources, archaeological and numismatic materials.

Particular attention is paid to the analysis of complex sources, which are
fundamentally important for the history of the Church, in the publication of
M.V. Gratsianskiy and A.V. Migalnikov, which represents Russian trans-
lation and commentary on the polemic letters of Pope Gregory the Great
concerning the “Ecumenical” title of the Patriarchs of Constantinople. This
dispute was one of the cornerstone problems in relations between the Ro-
man see and the Orthodox Church in general, affecting the Black Sea region
in particular.

An analysis of archaeological data on the Venetian trading station
of Tana and the places of residence of the Venetians on the territory of
the Golden Horde Azak is given in the article by S.G. Bocharov and
A.N. Maslovskiy. The authors analysed items and numismatic finds that al-
low identifying dwellings and objects of economic activity of the Venetian
merchants in the most remote Italian trading station located at the mouth
of the Don.

The same topic is continued by the publication of N.M. Fomichev of
the Byzantine coins of the 14™ century discovered on the territory of Azov
with an analysis of the places and circumstances of their discovery and the
application of outline drawings of poorly preserved specimens.

However the focus of this issue is on diplomatics. It is represented
first and foremost by a comprehensive study of our Austrian colleague
Dr. Rudolf Stefec, who attempted to reconstruct the official records manage-
ment of the Empire the Trebizond by identifying and analysing all the doc-
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uments that have come down to us and their citations, as well as references
to them in other sources. This work fills an important source study lacuna
and continues the traditions which had been laid down by Franz Ddlger,
Peter Wirth and other scholars in the publication of the register of imperial
documents of the Byzantine Empire!.

In the registers by R. Stefec not only the documents themselves are
analysed, but also the treaties and agreements concluded by the emperors,
which are referred to in other written sources and which can be verified.
The author accompanies the regesta with detailed references to the entire
multilingual literature, in which the records of the Imperial Chancellery of
Trebizond were treated or simply mentioned. The text of R. Stefec is pub-
lished in his author’s edition with the attachment of an index of names and
terms compiled by the researcher. Since the regesta are instrumental in na-
ture, there appeared to be no need of translating them into Russian.

Thus, the 11* volume of the periodical continues the study of new ma-
terials on the history of Byzantium and the Black Sea region in the me-
dieval era.
